6th Grade Classroom Guidance Lesson: Family Career Tree Project

	GOAL:  

Student’s choices in careers often mirror those of their family. In order to help students understand their career interests, the education/training necessary and the skills they will need to achieve their goals, students are asked to complete a family career tree. 
From the Standards for School Counseling Programs in Virginia:
MC2. Identify personal preferences, skills, and interests that influence career choices and success.
MC3. Understand the effect of career choices on quality of life.

MC5. Demonstrate understanding of the education and training needed to achieve career goals.
MC7. Use research skills to locate, evaluate, and interpret career and educational information.
	RESULTS:
Students interviewed family members to find out information about ancestors and their careers. They were asked to find out where the person was from, what they did for a living, and what level of education they had.

The students appeared to really enjoy this activity and all admitted learning a lot. Several parents phoned or stopped me in the hallway on Parent Teacher Conference Night to tell me that they loved the project and to thank me for having the kids do it.
